Gallery at risk of closing by Sep-

tember 2009. Strong fundraising 

efforts online, at gallery receptions 

and by word of mouth kept the 

gallery open while board members 

and gallery staff researched long

Last year Buckham Gallery scarcely 

escaped closure due to lack of 

funds, but a new year means new 

opportunities and a $30,000 op-

erational grant for the artist-run 

nonprofit organization. 

 

Every nonprofit has its ups and 

downs, says Buckham Gallery 

President Paul Hauth. In some

manages to break even. Given the 

financial crisis of the state, Hauth 

says it makes sense that projects 

like Buckham Gallery and Greater 

Flints Arts Council are suffering 

and that neighboring art gallery, 

Red Ink Flint, was forced to close.

Fortunately for Buckham Gallery, 

there are charitable organizations 

willing to help when the state 

cannot. The Charles Stewart Mott 

Foundation is one such group. The 

foundation awarded Buckham 

Gallery a $30,000 general purpose 

grant to cover operational costs 

through October 2010. 

 

Hauth is hopeful the grant will 

reassure the public that not only is 

their money going to a good cause, 

but also to an organization with a 

lot of potential and room for 

growth. 

Buckham Gallery Manager Jennifer 

Sikora says the money will make it 

possible for the gallery to continue 

its operations as planned, but the 

award should not put an end to 

aggressive fundraising. The funds  

will pay for operational costs such 

as rent, energy, supplies and em-

ployee salaries. The cost of extra 

programming , such as an artist 

lecture, is not covered by the 

grant.
